News Update – Imams and Rabbis for Peace
It is finally taking place.  The First Congress of Imams and Rabbis for Peace, originally scheduled for May 31st – June 3rd, 2004 and postponed due to the political climate, will now take place Jan 3rd-6th, 2005 in Ifrane, Morocco.  This very exciting event, that Elijah is facilitating, in partnership with the Hommes de Parole Foundation, involves more than 100 Imams and Rabbis, who will be gathering under the sponsorship of the King of Morocco, promises to be a major contribution to peace efforts in the Middle East.  The hope that a window of opportunity for peace-making efforts has opened makes this event even more significant. The purpose of the meeting is to help shift perceptions in both communities, of Judaism and Islam, and of the relationship between them, as well as how this relationship is often perceived by members of other communities. The meeting will be attended by worldwide representatives of both religions at the highest level. Not only does the event promise to be highly significant in and of itself, it will also provide the platform for Elijah launching a variety of continuing initiatives in the future.
